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BIO

Grason Ratowsky is an American painter living and working between New York City and Mallorca,
Spain. He works in the lineage of American Expressionism and postwar European painting. His
practice centers on process-driven painting, emphasizing movement, pressure, accumulation, and
layered depth, allowing images to emerge through physical engagement rather than predetermined
form. While rooted in expressionist logic, his work sustains slippage between abstraction, figuration,
and surreal recognition. Working at large scale, his paintings maintain tension between bodily
gesture and emergent imagery, foregrounding process as both structure and content. Ratowsky
approaches the canvas as an active field in which image and material develop simultaneously.
Through layered application and repeated reworking, forms surface, dissolve, and reassert
themselves within the density of paint. Nothing is fixed. Each area remains subject to pressure and
revision as the composition moves toward provisional coherence. Figuration functions as a shifting
presence rather than a stable subject. Images hover at the threshold of legibility, opening a
speculative space where perception remains unsettled. Meaning builds through sustained looking.
As the viewer stays with the work, relationships sharpen, recede, and reorganize, giving the
paintings a sense of continual movement and internal life. Ratowsky has exhibited internationally in
the United States, Europe, and Asia. His work is held in private and institutional collections globally.
